Neutral colours are shades that appear to lack colour but often have underlying hues that change with
different lighting. Examples of neutral colours include beige, taupe, gray, cream, brown, black, and
white.

The neutral colour palette includes black, white, brown, and gray, all of which fall under the category of
pure colour, which means they are fully saturated and do not have an underlying colour.

Greys

relaxing, and soothing presence.

Grey reduces energy from other colours and can give a room with different shades of grey an elegant
and futuristic design feel.

paint it a dark grey to make it pop. Grey is beautiful with all natural woods.
